CAUTION:

*To avoid puncturing
the flag sleeve, stop
the pole system
about an inch short
of the sleeves edge.

*The adjustable sliding attachment ring
will already be attached to the bottom

(largest) pole with the the clip oniit.

*Once the pole is constructed and
inserted into the flag, simply tie the
bungee strap to the grommet in the
flags sleeve.You can now adjust the
attachment ring up or down to make

the flag tight.

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HOW TO INSTALL THE FLEX BANNER™

1 - Remove the Ground Stake from the carry bag for installation into the ground, dirt or soft
surface. [If you need to mount the unit indoors or on a hard surface (IE. Concrete/blacktop)
you will need a Ground Support Platform Stand. Please contact your distributor for
assistance.]

IMPORTANT: DO NOT STRIKE MALLET ON BALL BEARING CONNECTOR

2 - Using a rubber mallet, drive the Ground Stake into the grass or soft ground so the bottom
bearing is almost flush (1/4") to the grass or soft ground. (Try to drive the Ground Stake
perpendicular into the grass or soft ground. This will make sure the Flex Banner™ is installed
properly and will stand erect like designed.)

3 - Locate & remove all support pole sections. Insert the smallest support pole into the next
size wider in diameter. (The bottom support pole is the widest in diameter & will have the
adjustable sliding attachment ring installed; make sure this is used as the bottom support
pole.) Pole size diameter will decrease as you move up from the bottom of the pole set.

4 - Once all of the support pole sections are pieced together, place the pole aside and locate
the Flex Banner™ flag. Open the Flex Banner™ flag and find the bottom part of the black
sleeve with two grommets inserted/attached. This is the bottom part of your Flex Banner™ flag.

5 - Locate the support pole and gently feed the Flex Banner™ flag black sleeve down the
support pole by entering the smallest diameter pole into the sleeve first. Take special care
when feeding the “curve” near the top of the Flex Banner™.The tip of the pole should enter
the sleeve and should stop at the end of the sleeve with about 2"~ 1" of room to spare.

IMPORTANT: NEVER PUSH THE SUPPORT POLE TO THE END OF THE BLACK SLEEVE.
THIS WILL OVER-TENSION THE UNIT AND CAN DAMAGE THE SLEEVE. ALWAYS LEAVE
AT LEAST %2" - 1” OF SPACE FROM THE END OF THE SLEEVE AND THE TIP OF THE POLE!

6 - Remove the bungee cord and the attachment clip that are connected to the bottom
support pole on the adjustable sliding attachment ring.

7 - Locate the adjustable sliding attachment ring on the bottom support pole. Loosen the
wing nut and move the adjustable sliding attachment ring up or down the support pole until
it is set-up in a good place to attach the clip.

8 - Feed the bungee cord through the bottom grommet located on the Flex Banner™ flag
black sleeve while holding the flag in place. Feed the attachment clip onto the bungee cord
and tie-off the bungee so the attachment clip can reach the adjustable sliding attachment
ring.

9 - Once the bungee cord is tied-off and the adjustable sliding attachment ring is set in place,
you are ready for use. Simply place the Flex Banner™ on top of the Ground Stake and set-up

is complete.
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
